Building-Area

This flat is located in one of the old Jewish Ghetto’s most beautiful buildings, a historic 15th century noble palace with a
lovely courtyard and full time doorman. The building was and still is the seat of an antique Roman Noble family of
Spanish origin which came to rome in the 15th Century. Located in the heart of the oldest Jewish Ghetto in Europe, this
area is teaming with Roman and Ethnic restaurants, bars and caffe’s and is an elegant quarter waking distance to all of
Antigue Rome and Trastevere. The characteristic external facade of this Palace maintains it's original look. Once inside,
you may take the elevator or the Grand Stairwell. Lived in over the centuries by Nobles, Cardinals, Prelates and Artists,
such as the French paintor Poisson, the palace was also most notable used in many feature films, including the
Talented Mr. Ripley and the Gattopardo.

Once entered the thogh the monumnetal gates of the Palazzo, which has a full time doorman and elevator, one takes
the elevator to the 4th floor. The apartment is approx. 220mgq. and divided as follows:

The flat has an elevator and only three external steps, in addition to three steps from the grand living room to the dining
room. Encompasing circa 240mgq. or circa 2700 sq. feet and is divided as follows: Two seperate entrances, one direclty
into spacious double living room with 4meter high ceilings, entirely covered in antiqgue wooden frescos, antique marble
fireplace, all tastefully decorated with a mix of modern and period pieces. Kitchen and Dining: Large, modern, fully
equipped kitchen with breakfast island. Custom kitchen with lots of counter and storage space. Dining: Formal dining
setting for 8 people. This beautiful room has oroginal high ceilings and antique floors, three large windows overlooking
one of the Jewish Quarter's most treasured Piazza's.
